The Children and Young Peoples Health Support Group has been asked to co-ordinate key elements of this work. This includes the development of a National Delivery Plan for Specialist Children’s Services to be published in the Autumn 2007.
The National Steering Group is already working with children, their families and carers and staff and are seeking input into National Delivery Plan for Specialist Children’s Services. This is a great opportunity to input into the planning and delivery of specialist children’s health services. There are major challenges to be overcome in the next few years if significant progress is to be made and this engagement is designed to ensure that professionals, who are involved in providing these services, have a forum to provide valuable insights into what needs to happen.
