18 year old girl 
I thought it would be different. I thought I’d get to say more about my experience to professionals. 
At the communication workshop the adults kept talking and I didn’t get a chance to say what I thought.

My consultant in Edinburgh talks to my mum every time. He even asks her what my post code is while I am sitting there! I am 18 years old. He should be talking to me not my mum. When I was in London they were not like that, they spoke to me as well as my mum. This doctor even had me standing there in just my bra when he got my mum and sister and some other staff to come in and talk about me. I tried to cover myself and he told me to put my arms down. He shouldn’t treat me like that. 

I enjoyed the day though and would come to something like this again. 

12 year old boy

It was quite good. I quite liked the workshops. I liked the communication one. I got mixed up in my bit [workshop drama]. I thought the talking [presentations] was a bit boring. I liked being able to my question asked. I went to see the stand about the new hospital. I didn’t want to help with the hospital in Edinburgh as it is not for Inverness. 

The lunch was too fancy. It was too posh the sandwiches were weird. 

The graffiti board I liked, I wrote on it about hospitals that there should be a children’s hospital in Inverness there is only one ward and there is a whole hospital for adults. I have to go to Aberdeen and so on it should be nearer. Once a consultant came to me but usually I have to go there. 

17 year old boy
I liked it, it was as very good. I liked everything. I think they listened very well. It was successful. It is really good that people get involved, to let their voice be heard. I’d like to do other groups like that. I liked the talks. I liked the workshops they were very good. I liked them all.

The food was not very good. I would have liked hot food. [we had been travelling since 6.00 am so had had an early breakfast]

Graffiti wall – I think that was very good. 

I would like to see that they felt very guilty that we do not get physiotherapy after school. I would like people to come forward to make sure that we get physiotherapy that would be my dream, that is my goal. It was good today to be part of this and I am looking forward to doing the next one. 

The travel was OK except the taxi was not very good to be honest, it cut my head [not enough headroom]. 
I hope they put in enough money for physio.
